Most of the rabbits in our care have been 
abandoned, abused, or neglected, and 
have gone through periods in their lives 
when they did not have enough to eat. When 
they came to Great Lakes Rabbit Sanctuary, 

they learned that they will never again have to worry 
about where their next meal will come from. But we 
can’t do it without you! While we focus on helping 
these bunnies find a family who will love them forever, 
YOU can help make sure they have plenty of nutritious 
food to eat.
